Read: The introduction to section five of Seismic Shifts about the money monster (pages 184-185).

1.  How do you see the money monster at work in one of the following areas:

· In your family

· In your life

· In our world

Read these passages about money: 

 “Do not put away riches for yourselves on earth. Moths and rust can destroy them. Thieves can break in and steal them.  Instead, put away riches for yourselves in heaven. There, moths and rust do not destroy them. There, thieves do not break in and steal them.  Your heart will be where your riches are…”

 “You can’t serve two masters at the same time. You will hate one of them and love the other. Or you will be faithful to one and dislike the other. You can’t serve God and Money at the same time.” (Matthew 6:19-21 and 24)
